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CLASSICAL GUITAR

Requirements

1) Scales and Arpeggios 1 major scale, 1 harmonic minor and 1 melodic scale in two octaves (MM 60-80)
Segovia Scales or equivalent Arpeggio technique: Mauro Giuliani’s 120 Right Hand Exercises.

(MM J 60-80)

2) Sight Reading Applicant will be asked to read an excerpt of easy level: first position, one accidental
3) Repertoire 2 contrasting movements from easy to intermediate repertoire: Bach, Villa-Lobos,

Brouwer, Sor, Carulli, Carcassi, Lauro, Mertz, Aguado, Diabelli, Giuliani, Barrios etc.

All repertoire must be played

from memory

VOICE

1. Two Technical exercises: (sing in a sustained vowel “Ah”)

a. Accompanied — Choose one from No. 11-15, Concone, Op. 9, 50 Lessons

b. Unaccompanied - No. 1, Panofka, Op. 85 (The applicant may be asked to sing in a higher or lower key according to
the voice type.)

2. Three songs:

c. One classical selection; an aria or art song not in English or Thai

d. Two songs of applicant’s own choice

i. If you have been studying classical voice for a longer period of time, we prefer you to sing one of the choices also in
a language other than English or Thai.

ii. You may chose songs from either classical or musical theatre traditions.

You are encouraged to show your awareness of movement or dance and acting while performing the repertoire.

* If you need guidance on the classical selection or for the free choice options, please contact the Voice Performance
Department at the College.

3. Following the audition, the applicants will be asked to do a sight-singing and aural skills test. The applicant will sight-
sing one or two short pieces without an accompaniment, then he/she will be asked to sing scales and/or short vocal
passages. Instruction will be given during the test.

4. A brief interview

NOTE: All pieces must be performed by memory. The applicants should provide their own piano accompanists. The
technical exercises and some required songs listed above can be acquired by contacting the Voice Performance

Department at the College.

VIOLIN, VIOLA, CELLO, DOUBLE BASS

1. Perform one major and one minor scale and arpeggios of your choice, in as many octaves as you can play. Perform
them separate and slurred (legato), with as many notes per bow as you can comfortably play.

2. Perform two contrasting selections of your choice from the standard solo and etude repertoire that demonstrate
your musical and technical strengths. Total performance time of the two selections should not exceed ten minutes. It
is acceptable to perform partial selections to stay within the time limit if necessary (for example, exposition only).

Performing with accompaniment is recommended.
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3. The candidate may also be asked to sight-read a short passage.

Repertoire: 1 piece by J.S Bach, Dussek, Andres, Hasselmans, Salzedo.

RECORDER, OBOE, CLARINET, BASS CLARINET, FLUTE, SAXOPHONE, BASSOON

1. Perform two contrasting selections that demonstrate your musical and technical strengths. The selections
should be from the standard solo or etude repertoire. Contrasting movements from the same piece are
acceptable. Total performance time of the two selections should not exceed ten minutes. It is acceptable to
perform partial selections to stay within the time limit if necessary (for example, exposition only). Performing
with accompaniment is recommended.

2. Perform three major scales and arpeggios of your choice, in as many octaves as you can comfortably play.
Also perform a chromatic scale as high and as low as you can comfortably play. The focus should be on
presenting a warm characteristic sound and an error-free performance at a moderate tempo. Sight reading may

also be asked.

TRUMPET, TROMBONE, TUBA, EUPHONIUM, FRENCH HORN

Prepare two contrasting selections that demonstrate your musical and technical strengths. The
selections should be from the standard solo or etude repertoire. Excerpts from your school ensemble music
are not acceptable.

Prepare major scales and arpeggios, up to four sharps and four flats. The focus should be on presenting
a warm characteristic sound and an error-free performance at a moderate tempo. Perform as many octaves as
you are comfortable with. Sight Reading may also be
asked.

1. Composition Major Application Requirements
(1) Submit any original compositions, sketches, or composition exercises to date. If no work exists in
these categories, the Composition and Theory faculty will assess the applicant's potential to major in

composition in the audition.

2. Composition Major Entrance Exam.; Audition

(1) The Composition and Theory faculty will discuss the submitted works (if any) with the applicant.

(2) Applicants will be required to demonstrate basic musicianship by preparing a short excerpt (not less
than two (2) minutes) to play on the piano or their primary instrument. This excerpt may come from any piece
in the repertoire. In addition, the faculty will assess the applicant's musicianship through basic melodic/rhythmic

questions. Applicants should also be prepared to answer questions pertaining to their interest in composition.
