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2.1 Written exam

- Format: Written exam with short answers and short essays.

- Contents: Major topics in conducting. This will include major composers and literature in the major area
(wind ensemble, orchestra, or choir), knowledge of instrumental practice in the major area, common performance
practice, transposition skills, and trends in ensemble performance/conducting.

2.2 Aural Skills Exam

- Format: An aural test where an examiner will ask the auditionee to demostrate the their aural skills via
sight-singing and identifying chords.
